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Aril brings with it the new life of Spring and the celebration of our resurrected Christ on
Easter Sunday.
An empty tomb is something to celebrate, because it does bring new life to all who would believe.
Jesus is no longer on a cross and He is not in the grave. He is seated at the right hand of the Father
(Colossians 3:1-4). One day He will appear “then you also will appear with Him in glory.” That is
an awesome promise for every believer.

Knowing that He has resurrected and knowing that He is coming back, how should we celebrate
His life?

In Acts 1 the disciples were looking at their Savior. They asked Him if He was going to restore
His kingdom at that time. He told them...

"It is not for you to know times or seasons which the Father has put in His own authority. But you
shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you shall be witnesses to Me in
Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the end of the earth." (Acts 1:7-8)

It is a simple answer, but never more true than today. You and I can celebrate His life in two
important ways:

1. Live Spirit Filled — You don’t have to ask God for more of the Holy Spirit. We just need to
give the Holy Spirit free course in every area of our lives. This world needs to see sincere, sold
out, fired up believers.

2. Tell others about His Saving Power — This world needs to know that Jesus is alive, and that
Jesus has the power to save! Jesus left us here to be witnesses of Him.

If we will celebrate His life every day of our lives I think we will realize like the Psalmist that
God’s Salvation and Righteousness know no limits!

Ps 71:14-16 But I will hope continually, And will praise You yet more and more. My mouth shall
tell of Your righteousness And Your salvation all the day, For I do not know their limits. I will go
in the strength of the Lord GOD...

This April, let’s enjoy seeing new life in nature. But more than that, let’s celebrate His life in
giving us a new nature. Let’s tell others of His righteousness. Let’s see people saved and lives
changed!
