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I was listening to a song on the radio the other day. It is called “The God of this City” by Chris Tomlin.

The lyrics say... You're the God of this City, You're the King of these people, You're the Lord of this nation, You are.
You're the Light in this darkness, You're the Hope to the hopeless, You're the Peace to the restless, You are. There is
no one like our God, There is no one like our God!

Then the chorus says, For greater things have yet to come and greater things are still to be done in this City. Great-
er things have yet to come and greater things are still to be done here.

I wonder sometimes if we really believe that? Do we believe that God has greater things in store for us, and has
great things He wants to do through us?

The truth is that God does desire to work in your life. God does desire to bless our families and our church. He
desires to bless our nation. When Jairus was told that his daughter’s situation was hopeless and that nothing else
could be done, Jesus told him Do not be afraid; only believe...
